Goal 2: Graduates will demonstrate the ability to communicate with a
customer, team member or supervisor in a professional manner
to determine the nature of a problem or to explain repairs.

Goal 3: Graduates will be able to use hand tools and test equipment in
a safe manner.

Graduates work as technicians and sales representatives in the field of
electronic instrumentation and computer repair.
