All 
application materials must be sent to AICUP by the Financial 
Aid Office. Applications sent directly from students will be 
rejected. 

Deadline to apply: Application materials must be received 
by AICUP no later than Monday, June 9, 2025 to be 
considered. (Please check with your Financial Aid office for 
any internal deadlines you must meet.) 

Who is funding the scholarship: The Commonwealth Good 
Citizen Scholarship is funded through two endowments 
managed by the Association of Independent Colleges and 
Universities of Pennsylvania (AICUP).
